Appendix C – Byelaws (we =the council)
Q1 Lists a group of byelaws proposed as not requiring the Secretary of State’s approval, Eg Nuisance, open spaces, markets- do we agree?

Q2 – Asks if we agree that all others require approval by Sec of State.

Q3 lists a suggested procedure for the preparation consultation (min 21 days) and making of the byelaw. It asks do we agree with the process.
Q4 asks if we agree with the 21 day consultation period

Q5 Asks if we agree that the byelaw should be published once it comes into force

Q6 Gives details of how challenges should be dealt with including re-consulting for all but minor changes, We are asked do we agree

Q7 Asks if a fixed penalty notice is the most effective means of enforcing byelaws
Q8 asks if the penalty of £75 is the right sum of money

Appendix D Code of Conducts

Q1 Suggests that “members must not bring their office or authority into disrepute by conduct which is a criminal offence – This is the limit to the code affecting their outside their official capacity. Do we agree?
Q2 Criminal offence is a conviction in court where there was no option to pay a fixed penalty. Do we agree?

Q3 Defines “official capacity” as any action for on behalf of the council or the office of councillor. Do we agree?

Q4 Limits criminal activity abroad to that that would be an offence in the UK.

Q5 Asks if the ethical investigation should be delayed until after the end of the criminal process.
Q6 Lists various suggestions for amendment
· That Section 12.2 councillors with a prejudicial interest being able to speak at the same time as the public.
· Make it clear that membership of other bodies doesn’t mean the body itself
· Make it clear that gifts of £25 or must be registered
· Clarifies the prejudicial, interests to remove unintended double negatives, defines determining planning applications and clarifies that members appearing at investigations by standards committees do not have an interest
· Make it clear that members who registered their interests under the 2007 code do not have to re-register until the next Election
Do we agree with this? Are there other amendments we can suggest? (eg helping small parishes who have members on other bodies by excluding voluntary management committees where the council, would have a power to carry out that function – eg Community halls, playing fields etc

Q7 Any aspects of the code that are not required? 

Q8 Any aspects that should be included

Q9 Suggests two months from the day the code is adopted for a member to give an undertaking to observe the code.

Q10 ,11 & 12 is a clarification of the inclusion of the criminal offence bit above and reasks if there is agreement on the detail.
Q13 – Asks if there should be a code for employees
Q14  asks if the code should apply to firefighters, teachers, community support officers and solicitors

Q15 asks if there are other categories of employees for whom it is not necessary to apply the code

Q16 lists various core values that can be enshrined in the code and asks if this is agreed and if others should be added/or bits omitted

Q17  asks if qualifying employees who are required to abide by an additional code should only apply to politically restricted posts

Q18 asks if qualifying employees should publicly register interests

Q19 asks if any items in the list of registrations need to be amended in any way (this may cause problems for some clerks)
Q20 a general question on the completeness of the employee code

Q21 asks if the extra code will be too restrictive for qualifying employees and why

Q22 should the code apply to employees of parish councils

Appendix F – The council may wish to offer no comment on the ones that affect limited areas in towns
Q1 Precursor says no more housing in secondary villages such as Haddlesey and talks of various primary villages to be allowed some development, eg Hambleton, Eggborough and Brayton with good transport links school and store  Affordable housing would be allowed anywhere where there was a proven need. Chapel Haddlesey’s last survey showed the need for 2 affordable homes
It asks do we agree with the definition of primary villages 

Q2 Outlines the main distribution of housing in Sherburn, Tadcaster and Selby and asks do we agree

Q3 is more specific on areas around Selby and asks for views 

Q4 Re-questions the policy re limiting market housing in the towns, Sherburn and the primary villages

Q5 talks of a 60/40 split between market and affordable housing where there are developments of market housing

Q6 Looks for agreement on developers of small estates paying a sum of money in lieu of providing affordable housing
Q7 looks for support in use of Olympia park as an employment site and Burn airfield as a research site. It also asks for other suggestions for employment sites
Q8 is 4 parts asking for agreement or otherwise re protection and balance with housing of employment sites

Q9 asks if there is agreement that circa 10% of energy requirements should be produced from on site renewable or low carbon supplies

Q10 Refers to the Community Infrastructure Levy and asks for the priorities out of this list:- 
Broadband, Community Facilities, Cycling and walking , education, Green infrastructure, Health, Public realm, Rail and bus, Recreation open space, Recycling, Roads, other please specify

Q11 Asks if we have any views on opportunities to enhance or create green infrastructure. 

Q12 asks about what balance is required between flats and terrace houses verses 3-4 bedroom houses
