ANNUAL MEETING OF COUNCIL BUSINESS
0941 a) It was resolved to elect Cllr Philip Brunyard as chairman of the council for this council year

b) Cllr Brunyard duly signed the chairman’s declaration of acceptance of office

0942 Apologies, acceptance of apologies and Declarations of Interest
a) Present:- Cllrs P Brunyard, J Smith, M Langhan & M Skirrow plus the clerk (Bryan Metcalf and 2 electors, Cllr Mrs Ivey was present for the early part of the meeting.
b) Apologies were received from Cllrs A Chambers and J Brunyard
0943 It was resolved to approve and sign the minutes of the meeting held on 5th March 2009
0944 To receive comment and concerns from the public and from Cllrs with an interest
No further comments after the parish meeting.

0945 It was resolved to elect Cllr J Smith as vice chairman for the council year

0946 It was resolved to elect the following representatives to other bodies

0947 It was resolved to elect the following members of the Detail and Policy Committee –Chairman, Vice Chairman and Cllr Skirrow plus Cllr Langhan for budget discussions. 
0948 It was resolved to appoint Mrs A Thomas, clerk to Tadcaster Town Council of as the  independent and competent internal auditor and the audit plan 
0949 The list of assets was reviewed after the survey of lights
ITEMS REQUIRING DECISIONS

0950 Finance decisions

a) It was resolved to approve the accounts, list of variances and fill in the external audit sheet for the financial year 2008/2009. 
b) It was noted that the receipt of the first instalment of the precept of £1902.50, had been received.

c) It was resolved to make the following payments-
a. Acorn Lighting Services – bi-annual inspection and clean plus removal of bracket and supply of lamp ignitor - £212.20 plus £31.83 VAT = £244.03.
b. Acorn Lighting Services – Repairs to lamp opposite Orchards End - £47.20 plus £7.08 = £54.28.
c. Reimburse of the clerk for cutting keys for doorstep green gate - £6.00.
d.  Payment of YLCA membership at a cost of £74.00
e. Payment of the insurance premium to Allianz - £429.46.
d) It was noted that NPower are still billing the doorstep green as if it is a business despite promises to transfer to domestic status.  The clerk has written to them pointing this out.
e) In considering grant aid with any remaining money from the year 2008/2009 to Vitalise, Selby Dial, WRVS, Mencap and Chairman of Selby District Council’s Charity Appeal. It was resolved to donate £30 to the Selby District Chairman’s Charity under powers granted by the Local government act 1972 s137.. 
0951 Letters from NYCC  –

(a) Regarding mole infestation on Millfield Road.   Paul Shepherd is unable to assist as a road safety issue although he was going to ask other colleagues to see if any other action could be taken. This was noted and the clerk was asked to chase a reply about moles on the riverbank from the Environment Agency
(b) Response regarding speed survey – details of a seven day speed survey has been given to the clerk.  The average speed was 40.7 mph between 7 and 8 am.  Over the 7 day period the average speed was 40.3.  The maximum average speed was between 3.00am and 4.00am when it was 50.4 mph. The members were disappointed that the maximum speeds were not shown. As stated before County Cllr Ivey is taking the lack of progress on the crossroads safety with Paul Shepherd at NYCC highways, Selby.
(c) Changes to bus services were noted – The 18.25 405 bus to Doncaster from Selby now leaves at 19.25.  The 19.45 ex Doncaster will now depart at 20.45.
(d) The clerk was requested to ask for the grass to be cut near the crossraods

A verbal report from members who attended the wind power public meeting and to consider if the council wants to re-discuss the issue prior to the planning application being submitted (note standing orders will require specific actions). 
Members noted that there were a significant number of objections stated at the meeting, It was indicated that the council would wish to rediscuss the matter when the planning application consultation comes out. The members were reminded that if this was within 6 months of the previous decision, made in February, standing orders would require 3 members to write to request this based on new information.
