COUNCIL BUSINESS
0964 Apologies, acceptance of apologies and Declarations of Interest
a) Apologies:- None

0965 It was resolved to approve and sign the minutes of the meeting held on 12th May 2009 

0966 To receive comment and concerns from the public and from Cllrs with an interest – no members of the public present
ITEMS REQUIRING DECISIONS

0967 Finance decisions

a) An offer of services including Christmas lights and street lighting from Lamps & tubes Illuminations Ltd was noted.
b) The clerk informed the council that he hoped to attend the SLCC conference on behalf as an SLCC employee
c) Grant aid availability from both Northern Gas Networks & CairdBardon landfill was noted
d) It was noted that the advertising of the elector’s rights of inspection of accounts had taken place on the noticeboards and in the newsletter.
e) It was resolved to pay the following:-
a. Invoice from S G Parkin for doorstep green grass cutting £385.00
b. Payment of Npower street lighting bill {(Power £431.64 + Admin £65.99)= £497.63+ VAT £24.88}= £522.51 Acc no H7740001
c. Payment of Osgoldcross Forum Membership £25
f) It was resolved to note that NPower e-mails from Tina Glen of Npower business, stating that a second attempt to change over to Domestic Tariff for the doorstep green supply is being made.
g) In discussion about comparison of prices from unmetered electricity suppliers and deciding which supplier to go with (prices to follow). The clerk reported that he had one quote and was trying to get more. The price was similar to the cost issued by Npower but so far only one quote had been obtained. It was  resolved that the clerk will action a contract at the best price that can be obtained
h) Cllrs were again reminded that they could  attend YLCA training events and the regional conference

0968 A19 crossroads  –


Cllrs considered proposals (precised below) from Paul Sheppard (via then County Cllr G Ivey), it was resolved to await the next steps as far as the signing and rumble strips. As far as the hedge on the south west quadrant is concerned, this had not been discussed in council. It was resolved to ask Mr Sheppard to further investigate balancing the road safety needs with the adjacent residents needs, either using a part cut to give vision for tractors etc. Or a substantial cut to give improved visibility for all vehicles and come back to the council. It was also requested that NYCC look at the south east quadrant.
 Extra signing to further reduce speeds between Burn and Chapel Haddlesey (with a cycle route proposed for October this year)

a) Rumble Strips to be considered on northwards approach to bridge – possible noise impact at night time
b) Still investigating  speed matrix sign

c) Can’t move STOP line forward as this would narrow the road too much

d) Local highway inspector monitors the hedge – do we want it lowering? NYCC can require it under certain conditions

e) Road from rectory to A19 has a low priority – so unlikely to happen
f) Further consultation will come about rumble strips and matrix sign

To consider the planning application if validated. The validation had only just taken place and it was decided to hold another meeting during w/c 13th July to make a decision on comments to be submitted.

Questions re consultation on extending planning permissions

Question 1 – Do you agree that extensions of the time limits for implementing existing planning permissions for major schemes should be permitted for a temporary period? Yes
Question 2 – Do you think it would be desirable to introduce a similar procedure which could be used to extend the time limits for implementation of a listed building consent or conservation area consent? Yes
Question 3 – Do you agree with the proposed approach to information requirements associated with an application to extend, and that applications for extension should be exempted from the requirement to provide design and access statements? Yes, except where best practice has changed 
Question 4 – Do you agree that the fee associated with an application to extend should be inline with the fee chargeable for a s. 73 application, i.e. a flat fee of £170?  Not for small applications for extensions and internal changes, £25 would be the right amount for these
Question 5 – Do you agree that extensions should only be possible for major development schemes? No – often major schemes can be the most controversial, these are the ones that would raise most concern
Question 6 – Do you agree that, except where the application for extension is an Environmental Impact Assessment application, local planning authorities should have discretion to decide which statutory consultees should be consulted? Parish councils and EA should be consulted
Question 7 – What are your views on the White Young Green Options 1-3?  Do you have any other suggestions for feasible options? Ok as long as parish councils can comment
Question 8- Do you agree that, except where the application under s.73 (minor material amendments) is an EIA application, local planning authorities should have discretion to decide which statutory consultees should be consulted? Yes but parish councils should be advised
Question 9 – Do you agree with the proposed approach on notification and representations for non-material amendments? Providing they identify the application
Question 10 – Do you agree with the proposed approach on information requirements for an application for a non-material amendment? ? Providing they identify the application
Question 11 – Do you agree that, for non-material amendments, a decision should be made within 28 days of receipt of the application? Providing the parish council can comment
Question 12 – Do you agree that the fee associated with an application for a non-material amendment should be a flat fee of £170, with the exception of non-material amendments to householder applications, where it should be a flat fee of £25? At the moment the definition of householder is not clear – eg would an older person converting an outbuilding be covered for this? 
Question 13 – Do you have any comments on the guidance which has been included in this consultation paper?  Is there anything else that you would like to see covered by guidance? No comment except as above
