1162 Apologies, acceptance of reasons for apologies and Declarations of Interest
a) Apologies were received from Cllr J Smith

b) Present Cllrs P & J Brunyard, A Chambers, M Langhan & M Skirrow plus an elector. (for item 6 only Giles Bennett, Glen Williams and Nicky Keep from West Haddlesey Parish Meeting
c) No declarations of acceptance of office were made at this point
1163 No elector’s comments were received
1164 it was resolved to approve the minutes of meeting held on the 10th March 2011
ITEMS REQUIRING DECISIONS
1165 Finance decisions

1) It was resolved  to pay the following accounts:-

a) YLCA membership - £91.00

b) Selby College – Newsletter printing - £11.32+£2.26= £13.58 

c) NYCC Street Lighting power - £337.64 + £61.57= £399.21 (£20 + VAT in question)
2) In comparing quotes from Came & Co/Aviva (£368.5) and Aon (£500.17) for insurance from 01.06.11, it was resolved to make CAME & Co the preferred offer for insurance.
3) It was resolved to note the receipt of the audit papers from Mazars and to reappoint the internal auditor. Audit documents will be presented to the May meeting for approval.
4) The clerk’s reported on invoices received from npower sent in error. No payment needs to be made. In one case 3 duplicate invoices had been sent for street lighting power in the year 2009/10. These triplicated the invoice paid in May 2010. Npower agreed that the invoices have been sent in error and confirmed no sums were outstanding. In another case an estimated bill for the Doorstep green power indicated that there was £25+ to pay, the clerk had read the meter an found it was 4 units less than the start first reading. Again there is nothing to pay and npower are to send a revised invoice.
5) It was resolved to note the abolition of the default retirement age.
6) It was resolved to note letters of thanks from Vitalise, Selby Dial and CAB for the £25 donations
7) It was resolved to note progress on registering with HMRC and PAYE, The clerk has once more advised HMRC of the 2010/11 salary as untaxed income. HMRC had indicated that they would talk the clerk through registering in late April.
8) It was resolve to grant to £10 to Selby Vision
1166 Liaison with West Haddlesey Parish Meeting (item to be taken on arrival  - The meeting welcomed officers of West Haddlesey Parish Meeting to discuss items of joint interest for information and any decisions at a future meeting. 
1. Crossroads and other highway issues –
Ideas were shared on concerns about road safety. It may often be worthwhile for both villages to express concern about road safety issues. 
Crossroads - WH had noted the new flashing sign at the crossroads, though it was felt that some drivers were now disregarding it. A promised sign to warn of farm vehicles emerging from immediately south of the bridge. Rumble strips had been eroded on the approaches.
Village roads – concern about speed of traffic, especially motor bikes, remained high. WH were hoping to obtain training on how to use a speed camera to deter speeders. The enforcement of the 30 mph limit is technically difficult in areas without development on both sides of the road. 

An idea was put forward that road markings without bumps and chicanes may be enough to delineate a 20 mph zone near the school. 
2. Windfarms The planning decision has been further delayed. There may still be a material consideration around the impact on radar at Church Fenton and Doncaster Robin Hood. The main issues locally seem to be the construction phase and flicker.
3. Recreation provision

It was informally recognised that there was joint use of facilities on the doorstep green in CH and the pay area in WH. WH were looking for grant aid for an all weather surface on the kick about area. They possibly have a hundred year lease. CH have requested an extension of their 30 year lease.  Dog fouling has been a focus for CH, dogs are banned from the WH play area.
4. Bus and Library services
Bus service cuts were due to take place starting Monday.

The mobile library was due to finish about this time too. Discussion took place on the possibility of providing a book swop shop or similar. No site came to mind initially.
5. Canal Bridge

CH were wondering why the SDC Local Development Framework core strategy site allocations wish list included improvements to Tankards Bridge. WH shared CH view that the bridge character was important and only needed repairs. There was mention though of difficulties with width for vehicles such as combine harvesters. 

WH said they had made representations to get repairs done and costs had been worked out at from £10’000 to much higher levels. No money was available. A number of slight accidents had been noted. It was suggested that give way or slow markings on the road may improve this, though there was a reluctance to overdo the roadside signage in the villages. 
6. Newsletter/Website

It was suggested that initially links to the different websites would be initiated. Suggestions of a joint newsletter and possibly later a joint website may be considered.
7. The clerk offered to put together a paper on clustering, joint committees and other methods of joint working. The pros and cons of each system would be identified. He said there were possible cost savings, though there would be other consequences to this.
8. In considering if further meetings would be beneficial. It was agreed that exchange of views had been useful and occasional meetings would be useful.
1167 Planning
1. In noting information from DCLG about the fast changing reduction in planning controls and local planning. It was resolved to ask the clerk to write to DCLG saying in the light of recent comments by the Chancellor of the Exchequer that planning would made easier CHPC were worried that local concerns would not be material considerations in planning of their communities. 
2. In considering an application for  a detached garage at the rear of Byland House, Hirst Road,  It was resolved that the council had no concerns about this plan.
1169 It was resolved to note that all 6 of the existing council have submitted accepted nomination forms to SDC, as no other nominations had been received there will be no election for parish council and the council stays the same. There will be the AV referendum and District Council election.
1170 – Pinfold 

The council discussed two letters from the owners, of the adjacent house, offering to buy the pinfold once again. There seems to be an issue with ongoing care. The owners of the tree have lopped a branch to reduce rainfall etc on the seat, this was appreciated by the council and Cllr Smith had inspected the area, begun the tidy up and Cllr Chambers had renovated the seat.

It was resolved to note the information, not to consider sale, thank Cllr Chambers and Cllr Smith for tidying up the seat (AC) and pinfold (JS), to request SDC to empty the litter bin more frequently. It was noted that Cllr Chambers offered to keep the pinfold tidy. The clerk would inform the correspondents and thank them for their letters and the tree lopping. 
1171 NYCC Issues
1. To raise minor highways issues covered by the clerk’s delegated powers
Concern was expressed that a diversion sign at the crossroads blocked the vision of vehicles trying to emerge from the east. 

2. Members noted final details of the reduction in bus services from April 

3. It was resolved to note that a warning sign will be erected on the north side of the river bridge to warn southbound traffic of farm vehicles turning right out of the track on the south and west of the bridge.
4.  Members noted the proposed surface dressing work to be done this year on local roads including Pale Lane, West Haddlesey; Temple Hirst to Hirst Courtney and A19 Burn southwards.

1172 Members noted info from the Community Engagement forums and another plug on the ringmaster scheme.
