MINUTES of the PARISH COUNCIL MEETING TO BE HELD

Part 1  
11152 Apologies, acceptance of reasons for apologies and Declarations of Interest
a) Present – Cllrs J Smith, P Brunyard & M Langhan plus the clerk Bryan Metcalf

b) Apologies were received and it was resolved to accept reasons from Cllrs A Chambers, J Brunyard and M Skirrow

c) No declarations of interest were made at this stage

11153 It was resolved to approve and sign the minutes of the meeting held on 15th October 2011 
11154 The item was to accept questions and comments from the public and councillors with a prejudicial interest. No public were present
11155  Finance 

a) It was resolved to note that it is a requirement by HMRC to put a blank payment slip in for months where no payment is made.
b) It was resolved to note that the Band D equivalent properties for the parish is 90 – ie £1 of band D rate raises £90 towards the precept. The Cllrs allowance if claimed would be £12.21
c) It was resolved to make payment of the budgeted grant towards the cemetery maintenance (£180) and pay the room hire costs(£61.88) , both to the PCC 
d) Grasscutting 

a. In considering payment of an invoice for SG Parkin (£680). There seems to be an extra cut this year and a cut of the hedge near the council houses at £220 (this hedge cut will be paid for by the Doorstep Green Committee), this invoice would bring the doorstep green maintenance budget £418.37- £220 income = £198.37 over budget.  Council may consider virement from under-spent budgets or from balances and tightening up the contract or allowing more in the budget for an extra cut. It was resolved to pay the amount subject to a check against the contract. (This was done and the grass cutting frequency was as per contract). It was resolved that the next meeting will consider a rewrite of the contract. 
b. It was resolved to note that the contractor has indicated no increase in charges next year  and to consider a tendering programme for the year April 2012 to March 2013
e) It was resolved to add the Selby District Chairman’s charity (grants to Age Uk Selby and Selby Young Carers) to the list to be considered in March and also to add Vitalise (disabled people and carers). It was felt that a Middlesborough heart charity was too remote from the parish.
f) It was resolved to note that YLCA fees are to increase by 3% (they are taking part of the NALC increase through savings at county level).
g) To consider an offer  from Zurich Municipal to quote for insurance 
h) To repay a cheque for a grit bin that the council signified it did not require (need to confirm if it has been paid into the account, it should be £110).
i) It was resolved to receive the accounts to date for the year to date. 
j) The clerk explained that he needed medical treatment in near future. The council discussed a progression scheme and resolved to advertise for and appoint an assistant clerk in training. £200 had been budgeted for and as the assistant clerk does more work the his/her pay will increase and the clerk’s will decrease.
k) The council received and considered the budget report for this year and make a recommendation for the 2012/13 precept to the January meeting. Initially the recommendation is to continue the £100 increase. After discussion it was resolved to recommend a £100 increase to the council meeting in January.
11156 NYCC & Highways Issues

a) Re reporting minor highways issues - None

11157 The clerk updated members on the possible extension of the Doorstep green lease. Mr Milner, SDC Solicitor, has been waiting for a response from the property officer who has now changed roles. Initial response was for a few years extension only. I have requested SDC to consider what concerns they have and could their concerns be overcome with clauses in the extended lease. The government are encouraging longer leases.  Before the meeting Mr Milner had reported that SDC do not want a long lease. The clerk once more reiterated that that the council wished to ascertain the concerns of the council and if conditions on the lease could be used to satisfy SDC’s worries. The clerk suggested a meeting with Mr Milner and Mrs Scothern. It was resolved to write and formally request a meeting.
111157  Planning 

A) To comment on plans for a double detached garage with garden workshop at the Old Rectory, Millfield Lane.  
  It was resolved that Members had no general concerns but expressed concern that the materials should be in keeping with existing. In the councils view this should be a condition if approved.  The clerk had added a note that the council were assuming no commercial activity unless change of use was requested in future.
11158 NALC/YLCA 

a) It was resolved to receive and note an advice note on the Bribery Act 2010. This affects both officers and members, though the code of conduct covers members risk.
b) It was resolved to receive and note the White Rose Update – Localism Act receives Royal Assent, more detail to come, see attached section, levels of reserves, need for full details when asking YLCA for advice, cost of administration, applications for car washing (see Planning Policy Guidance note 13. Advice on clearing snow and ice on highways, material planning considerations and what isn’t material, use of anti-vandal paint, RIDDOR – reporting accidents to HSE, only major and fatal by phone, rest on line, on resource pack for voluntary groups and volunteers, help to support employees with cancer, consultations re neighbourhood planning regs & community infrastructure levy (to pay for/support infrastructure.
