0988 Apologies, acceptance of apologies and Declarations of Interest

0991 Finance decisions

a) To update the council on a push for advertisers and to nominate possible advertisers.

The clerk updated the council on his efforts including a new advert. He also requested suggestions from members and public for advertisers they know are good workmen.
b) It was resolved that the following payments be approved:-
a. Invoice from S G Parkin for doorstep green grass cutting £655.00
b. Vision ICT website hosting - £100 plus £15.00 VAT = £115.00

c. Internal audit Mrs A Thomas £22.50 

d. Clerk’s half year salary and expenses £540

e. To consider purchase of the 8th Edition of Local Council Administration – SLCC members price £53.60 
c) It was noted that NPower e-mails from Tina Glen of Npower organised a transfer that took place on the 6th July 2009, so we should now only pay for actual power used on the doorstep green. Although we have received invoices , mainly for administration up to then, totalling over £120 she advises me she is to try to get these cancelled.
d) It was noted that the following had been received:-
a. Receipt and certificate from Osgoldcross forum

b. VAT refund  £237.86
e) It was resolved to include the following in the annual list of donations and/or to note/publicise information included with the letters:-
a. Mencap – for work in local area

b. Selby District Council Chairman’s Charity _ British Heart Foundation, Cancer Research UK and The Friends of Selby War Memorial Hospital

c. Alzhemier’s Society – mainly bringing to the attention of the community the befriending scheme as outlined and to put a poster up.

d. Selby Carer’s Centre (Wilf Ward Family Trust) it’s work and request for a donation to newsletter. Leaflets available
e. To note that there were no adverse comments from the internal auditor and the assistant external auditor has called to check 3 things, mainly the reason for balances. It was pointed out that they are for maintenance of the doorstep green and the council are not increasing the precept.

f. It was resolved to fill in a data form for AVS, and not to pay the affiliation fee – minimum fee £20
0992 PINFOLD POSSIBLE SALE
In considering if the council wish to pursue a process towards the sale of the pinfold or rule it out at this stage.
Members were informed that the clerk and chairman have been approached regarding the possible sale of the pinfold.
Advice was sought from the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations explaining the historical importance of pinfolds. (Copy attached)
Members first considered the principle of the sale prior to deciding how it would proceed and if a parish meeting would be required. It was noted that a Mr Bromley was pinder and also landlord at the Jug Inn in the early 20th centuary. 
It was resolved that due to the historic nature of the sit, the sale of the pinfold will not be progressed further. 
0993  Members noted a Verbal report on Meeting re Flood Defences on information given by Cllrs Skirrow and Langhan. This included dissatisfaction at the possible loss of farm land to flood plain, solicitors not being forced to declare flood risk to prospective buyers (they have to declare bad neighbours) and the reported ineffectiveness of dredging.
0994
In considering a note from County Cllr McCartney asking if the parish council wish to nominate a person for school governor, no nomination was put forward.
0995 It was agreed to fill in 2 questionnaires from NYCC regarding transport and road safety  plus one on how well the service is running after the meeting.

0996 In considering an offer by NYCC to place salt bins in the parish – initial cost £85 and annual cost £75. It was resolved not to take this offer up.
0997 To consider a request from NALC to comment on strengthening local democracy refer to above committee. This 
0998 Members again considered if any people need top priority treatment during power cuts (to advise CE Electric) and to take out leaflets with next news letter. No-one came to mind
 0999 An offer of membership (free) of the North Yorkshire Learning Consortium was noted. Leaflets were made available to voluntary bodies offering grants etc.
09100 The Selby District Council State of the Area address highlights additional efforts to reduce fly tipping was noted.
