a) It was resolved to make payment of the clerk’s salary (covering 2 months) at £166.67 (£33.33 IncomeTax + £133.34 to the clerk)

· Complications with repairs to street lights at the crossroads resulting from NYCC refusing to accept that they are theirs and saying they are the parish lights.  It was resolved that the clerk will ensure this is clarified ASAP.
111139 Members were informed that there had been no progress on the possible extension of the Doorstep green lease. Mr Milner, SDC Solicitor, has been waiting for a response from the property officer who has now changed roles. It was noted that the first letter requesting this was sent to Mr Conner Chief Executive on Dec 16th 2010. The clerk was requested to chase this up and if necessary contact the Leader of Council.

h) To consider the main issues in a policy briefing from NALC re local ism bill – NALC lobbying for Parish Councils to have a greater role at community and neighbourhood level, concerns about proposals to abolish the mandatory code of conduct (every local council would have to decide on their own code), Welcomes better definition of predetermination to improve representation of residents. NALC supports community not principal authority planning and wants PCs to have a an enabling role for neighbourhood plans. NALC approves the concept of a general power of competence rather than various powers. NALC is lobbying against all capping of town and parish council precepts, though this would probably be restricted to larger councils. The high cost of a referendum to decide on the capping would be proportionately too costly, the ballot box usually suffices. There are also clauses on taking planning gain monies into a separate agency from the planning authority, a right to challenge to run a principal authority service. It requires a principal authority list of community assets which can’t be disposed of. It also seeks to regulate the legislation that allows a parish poll. Concerns about principal local authorities being relieved of the duty to promote democracy.
i) It was resolved to receive and note the agenda for the YLCA Selby Branch meeting to be held on Nov 16th at Eversley Park Centre, Sherburn at 7.00pm plus the minutes of the last meeting and the minutes of the last executive meeting. Cllr A Chambers intends to attend.
111144 To consider a letter from the boundary commission asking us to publicise the review of parliamentary constituencies

49. We propose a largely rural Leeds North

West and Nidderdale constituency that

crosses the county boundary and contains

four wards of the City of Leeds and five wards

of the Borough of Harrogate. We noted that

the existing York Central constituency did not

need to be altered but, to assist our changes

elsewhere, we propose the addition of one

ward of the City of York (Heworth Without).

We propose a York Outer constituency that

contains six wards of the District of Selby,

including the town of Tadcaster, and 11 wards

of the City of York.

50. We propose a Selby and Castleford

constituency that contains 12 wards of the

District of Selby and extends south-westwards

to include three wards of the City of Wakefield

(Airedale and Ferry Fryston, Altofts and

Whitwood, and Castleford Central and

Glasshoughton).

It was resolved to object to this based on the thinking that Castleford is an urban area that will attract more of the MP’s time and thus reduce the representation to Selby and the rural areas. If the constituency needs more voters the addition should be an area that is similar and not dissimilar.
111145 In considering offers of grass cutting tenders from Enterprise of Preston (possible Selby office) and Mr C Munton . It was resolved to check with the present grasscutter if his prices are to change.
