10100 Finance decisions

a) It was resolved to note receipt of the details of the precept timetable (response requested by Jan 7th) . The timetable already set for this process is covers this request.
b) In considering costing any suggestions for extra projects for the next financial year, no new suggestions were thought to be apt in this financial climate.
c) It was resolved to note receipt of the second part of the precept.
10101 Planning

a) In considering comments on an explanation as to why the phone mast on Fox Lane was erected despite the parish council objecting.  A response from Selby planners said that they could not say exactly why the response was late as the member of staff responsible has now left. There was an assurance that a new procedure is in place to stop this happening in future. Members felt strongly that the District Council had let the residents down and further action should be taken.  It was resolved that the clerk will write to the Local Government Ombudsman with  copy of the letter to SDC asking what actions could be taken if the council submitted a formal complaint on behalf of the affected residents
b) Consultation on Selby District Council Draft interim Housing Policy – most significant element for CHPC “Residential development in smaller villages will therefore be restricted to conversions, replacement dwellings, sensitive development/redevelopment on previously developed land, the filling of small gaps in otherwise built up frontages and the conversion of farmsteads. Other than filling gaps in built up frontages or converting farmsteads (which are currently classified as Greenfield) development on Greenfield land, including garden land, will be resisted”  In considering comments before the closing date of October  29th on this the council resolved that:-
· They agree generally with the proposals

· The village envelope should be retained

· They agree with the policy against garden development

· The development of farmsteads should be restricted to where there is or has been a habitable dwelling

· Anything derelict needs to be maintained.
10102 Information from YLCA

a) It was resolved to receive  and noteinformations from Hansard indicating the parish council elections in May 2011 will not be delayed to June and should be on the same day as the district council elections and the referendum on the alternative vote.
b) It was resolved to note on new information regarding the future of the standards framework and functions
10103 NYCC Issues
a) To raise minor highways issues covered by the clerk’s delegated powers
a. Grates in Millfield Road need checking (low and surrounds disintegrating

b. The road surface beyond the Manor bends towards Temple Hirst seems to be in a poor state

b) The council received and noted a letter from NYCC giving extra information re bus service reduction and to note that the weekday 1825  and the 2125 from Selby to Eggborough (2125 through to Doncaster) will not run but the 1925 to Doncaster is shown as still running, On Saturdays just the 2125 is cancelled). On Sundays just the 1925 and 2130 to Doncaster are shown as still running?  The council noted that this subject was on the NYCC area meeting on Monday.
c) Proposed changes to home to school concession arrangements – In discussion on the proposed changes it was resolved that the clerk should write to North Yorkshire County Council underlining the need to make the costs clear at various stages before the choice of school is finalised. This is not being done at the moment.
d) In considering provision of salt bins at a cost of £85 plus £75 per annum each, once again the council resolved that the cost was greater than the benefit to the council.
