11117 Apologies, acceptance of reasons for apologies and Declarations of Interest
a) There were no apologies

c) No declarations of interest were made at this stage of the meeting

11118 It was resolved to approve and sign the minutes of the meeting held on 21st July 2011 
11119 To accept questions and comments from the public and councillors with a prejudicial interest.

111120  Finance 

a) It was resolved to pay the clerk’s salary (covering 2 months)at £166.67 (£33.33 IncomeTax + £133.34 to the clerk)
b) In receiving the report of the external auditor and agreement that the relevant legislation and regulatory requirements have been met. Advice was given that the correct answer to the question about trustees of charity is N/A not NO. The clerk had forgotten that he needed to ink over some pencilled figures. Resolved to receive the external auditor’s report; agreed that the relevant legislation and regulatory requirements have been met. Noted minor comments.
c) In considering payment of the Mazars (external auditors fees) (£50+£20) + £14.00 VAT = £84 and to consider if the clerk has to pay £20 for fail9ing to ink in figures. Resolved to pay external auditor’s fee of £84.00 (VAT £14.00; actual cost £70.00). Resolved council to pay the extra £20.00 charged.
d) In considering payment of the Vision ICT annual website hosting fee (£107.00 = £21.40 VAT = £128.40 ) Resolved to pay this account and consider whether or not to continue with current service.
e) It was resolved to pay an invoice from S G Parkin, for grass cutting doorstep green, from 06/06/11 to 16/8/11. £695.0.

f) It was resolved to pay an invoice from Websters(Burn) Ltd for new notice board covers £766.70 + £153.34 VAT = £920,04
111121Highways Issues

a) Minor highways issues - Reported that road grates had been stolen and renewed
b) It was noted that following a telephone call from Cllr J Brunyard the clerk has reported damage to Tankards Bridge to North Yorks Highways for their inspector to check and liaise with British Waterways. E-mail received confirming discussions with British Waterways
a) In considering if the parish council wishes to participate in the winter maintenance volunteer scheme and the snow code (advice on clearing ice and snow. ) details in letter and guidelines attached. It was resolved that the parish council would not participate in this scheme
111122 A letter had been received about the extension of time for consultation on the minerals and waste development framework. The council considered supporting concerns from parish councils close to the Allerton Park incineration site and additionally information from the Allerton Waste Recovery park highlighting changes to the scheme taking into account local views.  It was resolved not to comment.
111123 On receiving a letter regarding Queen Elizabeth II to protect open spaces and asking if CHPC have an open space to nominate. The doorstep green hasn’t got a 99+ year lease and an extension is unlikely before the deadline date of Sept 30th 2011. It was resolved that no open spaces in the parish complied with the criteria 
111124 In receiving a letter from RHS exhorting participation in Britain in Bloom and the beneficial effects It was resolved not to participate.
111125 A request had been received for information about assistance to village/community shops or post offices, The clerk is unaware of any help given in Chapel Haddlesey. Can the council confirm this? It was resolved to confirm the clerk’s understanding.
111126 it was resolved to note that additional photographs have been supplied and extra information has been given on photographs on the website history page. Robert is the grandson of Joe Davidson. The original photographs came from Lee Jeffrey, Robert asks for information about this gentleman. Members said that Lee Jeffrey was not known to them.
111127 In considering a letter from Selby Globe asking for venues for a film show in villages. Local people can charge for refreshments, entry for the film is £3. It was resolved to ask for more information as the council agreed with the concept in principle.
111128 In considering a joint contract for street lighting repairs with West Haddlesey PM see e-mail from Giles Bennett. It was resolved to progress a joint contract.
111129 On receiving a copy of West Haddlesey newsletter for information and an indication of which items should go in the next CHPC newsletter. The council found the newsletter’s format and content more interesting and user friendly. It was resolved to look into doing a joint newsletter.
