1062 Finance decisions

a) It was resolved to pay an invoice from S G Parkin, ref grass cutting on doorstep green (£330)
b) It was resolved to note receipt of a cheque for £50 from the pinfold neighbours towards the cost of the wall repairs and to note/comment on the fact that the builder commented the poor foundations for a wall with trees nearby. Cllr J Brunyard said that he was aware that at the time the wall was built there were no trees adjacent to the wall.  The council resolved to thank Mr & Mrs Goring and to add that we have had discussions with the builder to clrify the situation. The recent work should avoid further problems at that side.
c) It was resolved to note the advertising of this year’s external audit and completion of the internal audit.
1063 Planning

a) In considering comments on a plan re Demolition of existing conservatory and the erection of an extension to form a garden room at The Old Stables, Mill Field Road , It was resolved that the council have no concerns about this development.
b) In considering comments on a response ref the mobile phone mast and the fence at the gas compound in Fox Lane. The response says that the fence issue is being pursued as a planning matter but does not explain what happened to the parish council’s letter in the previous November. The clerk had requested a response on this matter but has not yet had a response. It was resolved that the clerk would follow up a response to this letter.  
c) In considering an e-mail from Stephanie Gilbert (Chairman of Brotherton PC) ref proposal to build a multifuel CHP plant (waste burning incinerator) and to consider commenting on this. It was resolved that concerns regarding pollution aspects that couldn’t be monitored (eg very small particulates) the project should be refused.

a) To comment on a note from Gary Lumb ref speed limit on Millfield Road
