CHAPEL HADDLESEY PARISH COUNCIL

Highlights of a fairly quiet year are:-

Street Lighting Mr Gordon Brooksbank of Hensall who has maintained our (and other parish’s) street lights for many years has retired from this work. A new contract has been set up with Acorn Lighting of Harrogate, who have staff based in the area. This will no doubt cost a little more and the council will build this into the budget discussion on Dec 9th, but it is not anticipated that there will be a short term or medium term impact on council tax due to good balances.
Crossroads – poor sightlines especially for tractor drivers etc. The council have recently issued a press release that was given good coverage in the local papers. Coincidentally a letter appeared in the Selby Times from Rev Sue Murray on the same day as the parish council prompted article. The council are trying to get a speed survey carried out there. It seems North Yorkshire County Council’s statistics show higher priority sites elsewhere in the county.

Fish Pass – The council are in early discussions with North Yorks County Council and other bodies regarding the implementation of a fish pass at Chapel Haddlesey weir. First, consideration will be given to which side of the river is best for the civil engineers to implement the scheme. Grant aid will be sought and discussions will take place on what, if any,  enhancements to the viewing area are on the parish council and the village’s wish list.

Buses The council pressed NYCC to retain the early evening service from Selby to allow people to get home from work.
Milestone – The council looked into moving the milestone north of the crossroads, to a safer place as it seems to be leaning. NYCC highways did not agree to this.

Ecotown – Concerns were expressed over the sites suggested for an ecotown nearby. This now seems to not to be likely to happen.

Notice boards – The old notice board near the school has been refurbished and a new one placed just by the telephone box on the east of the crossroads. The council website and the e-mail information service continue, this is detailed at the top of page 1. North Yorkshire Highways were very helpful in helping us check the utility services’ positions, before Websters installed the new one.
Adverts for septic tank emptying and valeting are paying for the website and newsletter. If you know of a good local trader who might be willing to advertise please let the clerk know.
Fox Lane – This useful route to avoid a right turn at the crossroads had suffered damage, mainly at the junction and edges. North Yorkshire Highways have undertaken repair work but as yet cannot afford the provision of passing places.

Temple Nurseries – possible HGV depot Concerns of the council, Hirst Courtney, Temple Hirst  and Cllr Mcartney were supported by North Yorkshire County Highways regarding the possibility of extra HGV traffic accessing and leaving Temple Hirst, this side of the railway bridge. The width of the road and the dangers at the crossroads were cited as issues in the NYCC letter to the Traffic Commissioner.

Freedom of Information – a new publication scheme and policy has been set. Pricing for copies is 10p per page of black and white or 20p if colour, all documents that are available electronically are free by e-mail, many will be available on the website. The full document is on a link on the website or can be viewed by arrangement with the clerk.
