0846 In reviewing the list of assets it was resolved to add the new street lighting column by the community hall
ITEMS REQUIRING DECISIONS

0847 Re Review of Bus Services – In commenting on how well current services meet the needs of the community and if changes are needed, what they are.
It was resolved to underline that the 1825 from Selby and the return service are extremely important to allow people to return from work and allow non car users to go out for an evening. Cllr Ivey asked for a copy of the response letter.
0848 Finance decisions

a) In considering acceptance of the internal audit report
Members noted that there were some minor VAT payments still to claim. It was resolved to accept this report. 

b) It was resolved to make pay the invoice for the internal audit £27.30 (Mrs A A Thomas)
c) It was resolved to approve the accounts for the year 2007.8, the external audit forms were filled in, signed and completed and will be sent to Mazars.
d) The receipt of two £40 cheques for advertising on the website and in the newsletter from WES and Goldthorpe was noted. Payment from Petch Waters still to be received.

e) It was resolved to pay the invoice of £230 to SG Parkin for cutting various areas of the doorstep green in March and April.

f) It was resolved to pay an invoice for £6.11 plus £1.07 VAT to Selby College for printing the newsletter in April.

g) Members considered a response to a letter informing us that the Allianz Cornhill have now decided that the damage to the pinfold is due to the tree roots and that as this has happened gradually it is excluded from the cover.

iii. To obtain a budget price from Mr Smith for the work.

0849 Street Lighting
a) It was noted that Mr Brooksbank can no longer do the repairs to the street lighting. He has suggested Tarmac Street Lighting and it is recommended that their schedule of rates is obtained. It was resolved to obtain quotes from Tarmac and check with NYCC street lighting to see if alternative suppliers were available.
b) In considering responding to YEDL who are requesting an update on the list of street lighting connected to supply at the moment (Mr Brooksbank would have done this), it was decided to wait until the new contractor is appointed. (The clerk will get quotes as part of the check on new pricing).

The clerk was asked to look for alternatives to npower for the supply of power to the street lighting
b) Information service – New £130 million funding scheme for community organisations
c) Assembly Digest looked at Eco Towns, Yorcard ticketing system, 

Cllr Mrs Ivey updated the council on the three new options for an Ecotown in the Greater Leeds area.  Of 14 sites investigated by GBA grimley’s consultants, three to the west of the a1 and seven to the east of the a1 had been discounted for reasons as yet unknown. 
The ones that had been left in were Willow Green, Burn Airfield, Gascoigne Wood, and Church Fenton Airfield.

Burn parish council have called a public meeting – the clerk will ascertain the date and time so members of CHPC can attend. 

Cllr M Skirrow reported that the recent meeting discussing flood protection, it was indicated that it was no longer cost effective to protect flood plains and this should be borne in mind when considering the Ecotown site.

Cllr Ivey reported that the SDC council leader will meet the consultants on May 29th and the deputy will meet other councils affected (nationally) in London on the 30th.
The NY area committee will discuss this issue on June 9th.

a) It was reported that there is a dip in the road at the bottom of the bridge. This was especially dangerous at night as it erroneously gives the impression that headlights are being flashed to indicate that the driver on the main road is slowing to allow the vehicle in the side road to exit. Members knew that it is up to the driver in the side road to double check, but some near misses had occurred. The clerk was asked to report this ASAP to NYCC highways. 
b) There were also new problems with vibrations from traffic on the A19 affecting local housing. This may well be linked to the item above and will be reported.

c) The clerk was also asked to report the hedge to the south of the crossroads on the west side, which again had spread out. One member reported that it looked like someone was cutting it in the last day or so.
