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 CHAPEL HADDLESEY PARISH COUNCIL
MINUTES OF The PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD

Wednesday 16th July 2008
At 7.30 pm in the Church Community Hall
0858 Apologies, acceptance of apologies and Declarations of Interest
a) Present:- Clrs P and J Brunyard, J Smith, M Langhan, M Skirrow and A Chambers plus the clerk Bryan Metcalf

b) County Cllr G Ivey apologised that she could not attend this and the next meeting. She said that she was available between meetings to give assistance.

c) No interests were declared at this stage
0859 It was resolved to approve the minutes of the meeting held on May 21st 2008 

0860 To receive comment and concerns from the public and from Cllrs with an interest (no members of the public were present.)
ITEMS REQUIRING DECISIONS

0861 It was resolved to confirm the terms for a licence from North Yorkshire County Council Highways to erect a notice board near the telephone box. To avoid the utility services it was decided to put it to the east of the telephone box, allowing the owner to cut the hedge and be below the hedge level if possible. 
0862 Finance decisions

a) In reconfirming that the internal audit system is independent and effective to ensure the external auditor is satisfied with our procedure. The council once again went through the questions on the form supplied by Mazars, as had been done last year. The list of points covered had been designed by the clerk and the internal auditor was independent and competent, being a trained and experienced clerk. Cllr Langhan, especially, worked with the clerk to ensure the accounts were correct. Councillors were reminded of their overall responsibility for the finances. It was resolved that the internal auditor was suitable for Chapel Haddlesey Parish Council and the level of risk that is attached to this council.
b) Payment from Petch Waters still to be received, copy invoice has been sent and payment is expected soon. It was resolved that the clerk would remind Petch Waters once more.
c) In reporting on progress re the discussions with Allianz Cornhill re the damage to the pinfold is due to the tree roots and that as this has happened gradually it is excluded from the cover. It was reported that someone from the insurance company had rung the clerk to discuss this matter. The clerk had underlined the fact that the insurers had requested a £200 report to tell us something we knew already and then told us that we weren’t insured for the effects of tree roots. It was resolved that if Allianz didn’t come back to the clerk with a positive message then the clerk would chase the issue again. 
It was noted that tree roots were affecting the pavement beyond the pinfold. 
It was resolved that the clerk and Cllr Skirrow would meet the owners of the tree and try to resolve the issue.

A rough estimate of cost had been given by Mr Alan Smith at £580 depending on what was found below the surface. It was resolved to try to obtain two further quotes in comparison.

d) It was noted that the VAT repayment of £255.83 had been received. 
e) Request by Think B4U drink for a donation to help continue their work due to loss of funding (works with young people and their families affected by misuse of alcohol (may have already closed)  It was resolved not to support this cause as this was not an evident problem in the parish.
f) It was noted that the invoice is still outstanding for new street light
g) In considering the revised grass cutting charges from SG Parkin advised just before the next meeting, it was formally resolved to inform Mr Parkin that a year’s extension to the contract had been agreed at the new price.
0863 Street Lighting
a) In considering quotes from Acorn and Tarmac for street lighting work member sconsidered that overall costs were similar. Some costs were high and other costs were lower. It was resolved that

 the clerk will draw up a contract for Acorn for a one year trial
that the lights in the contract would be numbered by the clerk 

that the lantern near the canal bridge is redundant and will not be part of the contract. 

b) To respond to YEDL who are requesting an update on the list of street lighting connected to supply at the moment (Mr Brooksbank would have done this), it was resolved this will be done by the new contractor as part of the contract.
0864 Highways 

a) NYCC had stated that the milestone should stay where it is and the tilt doesn’t yet need action. It was resolved to take no further action.
b) Minor highways issues Fox Lane
It was noted that extensive patching had been done on Fox Lane, but a large pothole on the south side of the junction with the A19 needs reporting. It was noted that there is still a problem with the edges of Fox Lane crumbling. Members felt that it was inevitable due to the amount of traffic using the single lane road to by pass the A19 crossroads. A discussion ensued and possibilities were floated. A one way system was quickly dismissed as unlikely to receive public support. It was decided to float the possibilities of a wider road or formal passing places with NYCC  highways. 
0865 Information about the Regional Spatial Strategy – most of development in cities and towns

0866 Consultations

a) Housing land availability :- To consider a note from Selby DC requested information about sites greater than 0.4 ha to be used for housing in the period up to 2026 It was resolved to state that the present policy and envelope should remain as is.
b) Vulnerable people - To consider a request from CE Electric for knowledge of anyone who needs to be on the priority customer list (medically dependant {eg on dialysis), elderly, infirm or otherwise dependant on the electricity supply. It was resolved to advertise this request in the newsletter.
· Also to receive information about a special number for parish councils during severe weather and major incidents This number was passed to Cllrs for their use only.
· To consider commenting on fixed charges for street lighting set by electricity distributors

· It was resolved to make complain to CE on this issue.
· To receive other information from CE Electric  A form will be filled in.
c) Community Reps - Request by NYCC by the new Extended Services Coordinator for people to agree to be one of the voices of the community and to consider her attendance at a future meeting  Members were aware of existing efforts working with schools etc and it was felt that this was sufficient for this parish
d) Interim Housing policy – this will now not proceed. It is expected that a Core Strategy (on future planning) will be sent out for consultation later this year. This was noted
e) To complete a short survey re parish services from SDC. This was completed and will be sent in.
f) It was noted that the BBC are seeking people who are keen to hold a big family get together
