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Chapel Haddlesey Parish Council ANNUAL REPORT 2007/8

Last May all your councillors went through the election process, were nominated and returned unopposed.
After much effort and persuasion North Yorkshire County Council’s contractor was able to erect the new lighting column near the Community Hall. One delay was awaiting information on services from Yorkshire Water this was solved by using other routes to YWS staff. 

The safety of the crossroads remains a major source of concern, though it seems to have dropped in priority from North Yorkshire County Council’s point of view. This seems to have happened to similar issues at Riccall too. 

The council have received sewer drawings from Yorkshire Water, but are working to get more clarification of some elements.

There was a great deal of discussion and comment on proposals to combine the North Yorkshire District Councils into one County Unitary. In the event the government decided on status quo. It is hoped that the similar levels of concern about the proposed eco-town just to the south of the parish will be supported. At the moment the councils in the greater Leeds area have been asked to rethink the choice of site, the council hope that the Kellington site will not be the selected option.
The doorstep green continues to mature, the grass needed slightly less maintenance last year than we expected, so savings were made on the budget. Looking forward to next year, this has meant that the council were able to keep the parish precept at the same level as in 2007.8.

A new notice board has replaced the old one near the school, the old one is being repaired prior to being erected not too far from the post box near the crossroads. 

We continue to appreciate the support given by our representative from the principal council,  County Cllr Mrs Gillian Ivey. 

In order to maintain a good level of contact with yourselves the council have introduced a system where those with e-mail can receive notification that agendas, minutes and other information that may be useful to you has been loaded onto the new website. If you wish to access this information system please contact the clerk. This means that you can view the agenda in the comfort of your home or whilst sat in an internet café by a sunny beach in the Med!
