Perhaps this is the reason we didn’t produce a newsletter for 6 months, we were waiting with baited breath for it to be fitted. Eventually difficulties obtaining water services information were overcome and the post was fitted and eventually connected, too late for the pre Christmas party and nativity play events at School. The concept was to illuminate the pathway, the school frontage and the car park. No doubt the council will double check to see if this is being achieved. There has been one complaint of too much street lighting and another of not enough or not in the right place. Which proves you can’t please everyone.  . 

Flood Relief Schemes

Cllr Skirrow attended a meeting at Snaith where plans to use more rural land as flood plain were discussed to save flooding in major settlements. Most of these schemes would affect the south bank, but there was general concern about it. 

Doorstep Green 

The council granted £50 towards a marquee for functions on the green. In the other direction donations from the Doorstep Green fundraising and the Scarecrow Festival will significantly reduce the impact of grass cutting costs on the precept. 

Parish Plan 

Due to difficulties associated with other commitments and the passage of time, it was decided to down grade the plan to a consultation. The remaining money has ben returned so that others may make use of it.

Wind Farm

Whilst initially being quite sceptical about wind farms and possible nuisance after a visit to a working unit in the midlands the two representative members now had an open mind. A monitor was planned for the area between West Haddlesey and Gateforth to check if wind speeds would make a unit cost effective.

Highways and Traffic Speed

The council continue to work for improvements at the crossroads. They have requested that the minimum improvements should be to add a matrix sign south of the river bridge to slow traffic coming north. 

Website 
The council now have a website on trial for a year. If you know of anyone who wishes to advertise on the internet – it might be a good plumber, electrician etc or any other public service. Costs per year £10 for a link to their website or £20 to £30 for an advert depending on size. A combined fee for both newsletter and website can be negotiated. 

ECOTOWN 

Recently the MP made us aware of the proposal to build a town between Eggborough and Kellingley. Information was sketchy at the time and various information giving meetings will be held to inform the councillors prior to discussions with the village.  The scheme is one of over 50 that have been submitted to the government for selection of about 10 ultimate choices across the whole country. Dog Fouling Information from the JAG Group

Selby District Council has adopted the Dogs (Fouling of Land) Act 1996. Under this legislation it is an offence to fail to clear up the mess made by a dog which is in your charge on any designated land in Selby District. The maximum penalty for this offence is a fine of £1000. 

Designated land in Selby District is all land in the open air to which the public have a right of access either by payment or not. Exceptions to designated land, where there is no offence are: 

carriageways with a speed limit greater than 40 mph and the land running alongside them 

agricultural land or woodlands 

marshland, moor or heath rural common land 

Note - The following will not be considered as a suitable excuse: 

being unaware of the fouling 

not being with the dog at the time, or 

not having any suitable equipment to remove the mess 

This means that we have the potential to prosecute owners who let their dogs roam unattended.

The Selby District Youth Council is a group consisting of elected young people, who represent the views and opinions of people of a similar age. It acts as a body for which local groups can consult, as well as setting up projects for young people.

 

Those involved in the group are exceedingly pleased with the new voice that people aged between 13-20 posses. They are delighted that young people can finally have a body of people their age to represent them to the council and on area committee meetings. Also, members have enjoyed developing their new found skills of; taking minutes, writing agendas, constructing constitutions and taking on roles such as chair, secretary, etc. Moreover, they have forged new friendships and have fun at the meetings.

The SDYC is currently undergoing its annual elections. Everyone in a school or college in the area has the opportunity to stand for a membership on the SDYC, and can be elected through voting in their school/college. This has been promoted through the school/colleges through a short DVD, which explains to young people what the group is and how to stand for the elections. In addition, the SDYC website is under construction and will be available to view shortly, meaning that the group will be even more accessible; and people can find out more about the SDYC and how to become involved.

 

Furthermore, members of the group act as part of the panel for the 'youth charter,' a charity, which allows young people to recommend organisations to others through an award system. All this work that the SDYC has done, and more that it will do in the future is helping all 13-20 year olds in the area become listened to and increasingly appreciated.
