RECENT ACTIVITY AT THE PARISH COUNCIL.

Elections

The number of nominations equalled the number of seats on the council, so the councillors were re-elected unopposed. The 100% nominations satisfied one of the criteria for Quality Parish council Status. The clerk having the qualification required satisfies another. Over the next few months further steps will be taken in the move towards this award.

Unitary North Yorkshire

The council are still supporting the option of the District Councils in North Yorkshire working together. Some Councillors have attended various meetings on this subject and the discussion reported back to the council. Recently the council commented on the government’s scheme for selection of the best option.

Flood Prevention 

The Environment Agency have announced plans to increase the amount of flood plain to reduce the risk of flooding of settlements. There is a now a presumption against development of over 10 houses in high flood risk areas.

AUDIT and ACCOUNTS

The accounts for 2006.7 have been approved by council and the audit notice is reproduced in this newsletter. 

Lamp outside Church Community Hall. 

A 50% grant (£400) has been given from North Yorkshire County Council area committee towards this light. This has now been ordered and will be placed in the verge area to give extra illumination to Millfield Road near the hall and school plus lighting the car park. 

Doorstep Green 
It was confirmed that the area is covered by the act requiring people to clean up after their dogs.  Please try to ensure that your dogs don’t use the main area and the willow tunnels and other areas children mainly play as toilets, even if you clean up. The artwork on the pedestrian gate is now complete. 

Highways 
Problems with potholes on Fox Lane have been reported to NYCC highways. Temporary work has been done, but a more permanent repair is required when funds allow.  The grass between the 40mph signs at the crossroads was getting too long and creating a sighting problem. NYCC were asked to cut this, which they did.

Code of Conduct 
The council have agreed to use the new model code of conduct recently devised by government. The optional clause allowing members with a prejudicial interest to stay and answers questions in the information gathering stage has been adopted. The member would then withdraw from the room before the decision making phase. 

Annual Parish Meeting 
Questions were asked about the plans about parking west of the crossroads. The clerk informed the electors that he had met the NYCC highways design engineer and discussed the problem. Normally yellow lines would be placed to stop parking close to the junction. This would preclude any parking over most of the length of the frontage of Patterson Cottages. However attempts were being made to design a balanced solution that would come to the parish council for initial consultation before going to formal consultation. Members agreed that the electors would be informed when this information was available and would be added to the communication list.
