ANNUAL REPORT 2006/7

An overview of Chapel Haddlesey Parish Council activities by Cllr Phil Brunyard, Chairman of the PC

As last year was a year of achievement, in this financial year the village celebrated its achievements and put the finishing touches to some assets that it is hoped will be available to the village for many years to come.   It seemed as though the village were in celebration mood in summer with the opening of the new hall and a memorable doorstep green opening only weeks apart.. 

After being nomadic for a few months the council were able to appreciate the new Church Community Hall. I didn’t think the discussion had got too heated, but in the first meeting a cover fell off a light fitting narrowly missing the oldest councillor’s nose. Fortunately no other similar incident has occurred since. The worst aspect is feeling our way to our cars after the meeting. This is being addressed by the inclusion in the budget of half the cost of a street lamp on Millfield Road that will give light to both the footpath and the car park. An application for grant aid to cover the rest of the cost has been submitted. 

The safety of the crossroads remains a major source of concern, though extra effort has been put in on keeping the sight lines clear, they are not yet adequate for tractors and other large vehicles. Various means of improving the crossroads are being investigated by North Yorkshire County Council highways. One major discussion is how to avoid vehicles having to wait on the main road whilst vehicles overtake parked cars, mainly to the west of the crossroads. This is no easy solution as the cottages were not built to allow off road parking. The engineers have promised to consult before progressing any scheme. The parish council are chasing NYCC to produce their plans for the other improvements. 

NYCC have managed to subsidise a level of evening service on the Selby to Doncaster service. 

As far as the assets of the village are concerned there will be now be the less exciting aspect of maintaining the new hall (by the PCC) and the doorstep green (by the parish council and the Doorstep Green Committee). I’m sure that you will support the hall’s committee to make this community facility available for many years to come. As far as the doorstep green is concerned the council and the doorstep green committee have recognised a joint responsibility. They will work together to ensure that the minimum input from the precept is required to keep the green in good condition. 

The council continues to press for the sewerage survey and we gather that part of the survey has been completed and they hope to complete the rest very soon. 

Whilst all this goes on the council deals with the run of the day to day issues of street lights, potholes etc. . 

We continue to appreciate the support given by our representatives from the principal councils, notably County Cllr Mrs Gillian Ivey. 

In order to maintain a good level of contact with yourselves the council have introduced a system where those with e-mail can receive agendas, minutes and other information that may be useful to you. If you wish to access this information system please contact the clerk. The e-mail system will be more immediate than the newsletter, which now hope to produce after every main council meeting,.
