CE ELECTRIC ADVICE for bad weather and power cuts

They offer various tips and cautions:-
Electric heating and central heating won't work, neither will cordless phones.
 

Fire alarms or emergency lighting should have battery back up
 

Corded phones should work
 

Battery powered radios can pick up data from local radio
 

Torches are much safer than candles
 

Vulnerable neighbours and relatives are best with a charged mobile phone with important nos easily accessed.
 

Use alternative forms of heating only if you can do this safely
 

Keep a good supply of warm clothing and a blanket close at hand.
 

In bad weather fill a vacuum flask and a hot water bottle, try to avoid using stairlifts and regularly back up work on your computer.
 

IF POWER IS INTERRUPTED
 

 Switch off all electrical appliances

Leave a light switch on so you will know when power is restored

Check to see if vulnerable neighbours are okay

Wrap up warm and have a drink from your flask

If possible keep one room warm and stay in it.
