LETS BEAT VEHICLE CRIME   


There has been a recent increase in vehicle crime in the area, however people are still leaving items on display and their vehicles insecure. Please do not become a victim of vehicle crime and never leave anything on display and always leave your vehicle secure. Here are a few points to assist you: 





1. Don't leave items on display                                                                                                                             Never leave anything on display when you leave your vehicle. Even an old coat or a plastic bag can tempt a thief.


2. Use immobilisers                                                                                                                                              Electronic engine immobilisers prevent your vehicle from starting and are the best way to stop thieves. �They should be professionally fitted - either by your car dealer or by an installer approved by the Vehicle Systems Installation Board.


3. Park safely                                                                                                                                                           When parking at home, always use your garage if you have one, and lock both your vehicle and your garage. If you don't have a garage, try to park in a well-lit, open place.


4. Buy a steering wheel lock                                                                                                                                     Use a steering wheel lock every time you leave your vehicle.


5. Get an alarm fitted                                                                                                                                              Alarms can deter thieves not only from stealing your vehicle, but also from taking items from it. 


6. Secure your wheels                                                                                                                                                Locking wheel nuts are cheap, easy to fit and stop thieves from taking your wheels.


7. Mark your equipment                                                                                                                                            Mark all your equipment, like your car stereo, with your vehicle registration number.

Now that Spring is finally here, people are now buying new garden tools, etc. Please be aware of the following:





Secure the access to your shed by locking gates and growing thorny bushes next to walls and fences.


Have you visibly marked the contents of your shed?


External security lighting activated by movement is a useful deterrent.


Doors of sheds require good security. Use strong pad bars and close shackle padlocks.


Use coach bolts or non-return screws to secure door hinges, hasp and staples.


Chain lawnmowers, strimmers, tools, ladders, cycles and other items to a strong anchorage point.

� Two in one’ burglaries are when homes are entered and keys are stolen from inside and a vehicle is in turn stolen.





To avoid falling foul of this type of crime residents are advised to keep keys hidden from view and if keys are stolen locks should be changed immediately.





Where possible, people are asked to fit burglar alarms to homes or security lighting to properties. This will be triggered by people entering a garden and making attempts to enter homes.
